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RESUMEN EJECUTIVO

El objetivo de esta investigacion es realizar un diagndéstico de la Economia Popular y
Solidaria (EPS) de Ecuador que sirva para plantear un marco referencial de una

Economia Social y Comunitaria.

La crisis que ha desencadenado la pandemia ha puesto en manifestacion la centralidad
y justificacion del trabajo y ha demostrado que la actual organizacion es poco
sostenible, por lo tanto, es indispensable analizar los diferentes efectos econémicos
creando un nuevo marco de referencia econdmica para la comunidad. En la crisis
sanitaria se evidencio la limitacion y complejidad de la comercializacion, existiendo
escasos medios de transporte para los productos agricolas, identificando una
problemaética con la potencializacion y participacion de las comunidades rurales.

Se aplica una metodologia de investigacion bibliografica con fuentes secundarias y
terciarias, y una revision de literatura de conceptos y definiciones de economia, en

especial aquellos diferentes al pensamiento econdémico tradicional.

En conclusion, se encuentra evidencia de un desarrollo importante de la asociatividad
en el Ecuador, como parte medular de la EPS, principalmente en el sector agricola, en
donde se registré un crecimiento de 83 por ciento entre 2012 y 2018, y 10 por ciento

entre 2019 y 2021 a pesar de la crisis provocada por la pandemia mundial.

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ABSTRACT

The aim of this research is to make a diagnosis of the Popular and Solidarity Economy
(EPS) of Ecuador that serves to propose a referential framework of a Community

Economy.

The crisis triggered by the pandemic has highlighted the centrality and justification of
work and has shown that the current organisation is not very sustainable, therefore it
is essential to analyse the different economic effects by creating a new economic frame
of reference for the community. In the sanitary crisis, the limitation and complexity of
commercialisation became evident, with scarce means of transport for agricultural
products, identifying a problem with the potential and participation of rural

communities.

A bibliographic research methodology is applied with secondary and tertiary sources,
and a literature review of concepts and definitions of economics, especially those

different from traditional economic thought.

We have found important and relevant evidence of progress in associativity that is a
medullary part of EPS, mainly in the agricultural area. Agricultural EPS grew 83 per
cent between 2012 and 2018, and 10 per cent between 2019 and 2021 despite the crisis

caused by the global pandemic.
